Instructions on creating Midwest Internet Mail Settings in Windows Vista:

In previous versions of Windows, the default mail client was Outlook Express.  In Vista, it is now called Windows Mail. 
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Click on the Start button[image: image2.png]


, and at the top left, click on “Windows Mail.”
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From the top menu on the Windows Mail screen, click on “Tools”, then “Accounts.”
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Click on the “Add” button, then select E-Mail Account.  Click on “Next.”

When you send e-mail, your name will appear in the From field of the outgoing message.
Type your name as you would like it to appear.

Dispayname: [ John Smith

Where can1find my e-meail account information?





In the “Your Name” field, type in your name in upper and lowercase letters, much the same as you would type it in a letter.  Click “Next.”
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Your e-mail address is the address other people use to send e-mail messages to you.

E-mail address: [(your username)@mw.net

For example: someone@microsoft.com

Next field is for your email address.  Type in your username, followed by @mw.net.

Click “Next.”

Second one will say incoming mail server:  Type in       pop.mw.net

Third will say outgoing mail server:  Type in                 mail.mw.net

Click “Next.”
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Type the account name and password your Internet service provider has given you.

Your username will appear.  Type in your password in the field provided.  Click “Next.”
